The Little Sebago Lake Association continues to be alarmed at the on-going lack of compliance demonstrated by the Twin Brooks Campground in Gray.  Your inspection record shows that as far back as 8/11/05, and as recently as 8/28 of this year, they have been cited for more campsites than allowed by their septic system design. 

We are concerned that inconsistent enforcement has allowed them to operate without a valid license for portions of the last two years.  Apparently no fines have been collected for these infractions.

It is our mission to not only protect the water quality of Little Sebago Lake, but to encourage a community of lake stewards who will help assure the long-term stability of the lake. Our goal is to communicate the message that a healthy lake benefits us all: landowner, business, and community.
