Commissioner Harvey,

The Little Sebago Lake Association is a community organization focused on maintaining long-term stability of the lake upon which the community is based.  We have made it our mission to encourage a community of lake stewards who will accept their responsibility of maintaining shoreland buffers to prevent elements that threaten water quality from entering the lake.

We are not an enforcement agency, nor do we want to be, but we are alarmed by the current situation at Twin Brooks Campground in Gray. Apparently they have been allowed to operate beyond the design limits of their septic system, and indeed operate without a license for most of 2006. In spite of being cited by DHHS, no fines have been collected for these on-going infractions.

As the only commercial development currently on the lake, Twin Brooks has a larger impact on water quality than the average landowner. We all submit to the extreme restrictions that come with waterfront property because of the long-term benefit of a stable lake. The example of Twin Brooks undermines our efforts to promote responsible behavior of lake stewards around Little Sebago.

Please help us understand why Twin Brooks has not been brought to compliance. Their apparent plans for future expansion are a grave concern for the lake residents, particularly if they are allowed to continue outside the law.
