Ms. Cabana,

The Little Sebago Lake Association is a community organization focused on maintaining long-term stability of the lake upon which the community is based.  We have made it our mission to encourage a community of lake stewards who will accept their responsibility of maintaining shoreland buffers to prevent elements that threaten water quality from entering the lake.

We are not an enforcement agency, nor do we want to be, but we are dismayed by the recent ZBA process concerning the expansion of Twin Brooks Campground. A hostile chairman and unprepared Board members contributed to an environment in which sworn testimony was ignored and inconsistent conclusions were made. 

We do not relish the idea that this case may have to go to Superior Court in order to be properly heard.  The limited financial resources of the community at large and residents who support the case will necessarily be redirected, and we fear that our program to control invasive milfoil will suffer as a result.

We value the partnerships we have forged with the Towns of Gray and Windham, and take the responsibility of the public money entrusted to us very seriously. Our efforts to maintain the water quality of Little Sebago are continually being challenged as the watershed becomes increasingly urbanized. We depend on Town ordinances and State codes to protect the shoreland zone, and encourage all lake residents to improve the buffers on their land.

Our hope is that a commercial development would be a stabilizing influence on the future 

of the lake. However, based on the findings to date, significant unpermitted development has already taken place at Twin Brooks, with much of it impacting critical Shoreland areas. We request that all efforts be made to require proper remediation and apply appropriate penalties to bring Twin Brooks into full compliance with all applicable ordinances (including limiting Twin Brooks to the approved number of camp sites) before any past or future expansion is considered.
