It is my understanding that The Twin Brooks Campground has a temporary license to operate there campground for 43 campsites.  When one of your Safety Inspectors did an inspection during a week in July of this year, there were more sites occupied than were licensed with the temporary license.  The Campground asked for a 102 site license in the spring of 2007 because they have a plan to put in a sewerage system that would qualify for 102 sites.  They still have not put in that system.  They are not following the licensing rules of the State of Maine.  As a resident of Little Sebago Lake I am asking you not to renew their temporary license to operate.

I look forward to hearing from you, when you let me know what the campground will do without licensing.  Is there a way for the state of Maine to require compliance with the Laws of the State in this case?

Thank you for your email inquiry regarding the Twin Brooks Campground license.  An inspection on 7/16/07 by the District Health Inspector showed 42 sites occupied.  A follow up inspection on 8/28/07 showed 43 sites counted.  On 8/30/07 the campground was issued a current valid license for 43 sites.  They were not issued a license for 102 sites as the septic system has not been installed.   An inspection on 9/5/07 showed 43 sites counted and all violations from inspection dated 8/28/07 have been corrected.
